When Solomon
became king, He

Solomon replied, ‘You have made me servant
king in place of my father David, but | am only a little
child and do not know how to carry out my duties to the
people you have chosen. So give your servant wisdom to
distinguish between right and wrong. For who is able to

govern this great people of yours?’

God told Solomon, ‘Since you have asked for
wisdom in making good decisions and not for long
life or wealth, and you have not asked for the death
of your enemies, | will do what you have asked’

‘I will give you a
wise and
discerning heart,
more than anyone
else before you or
anyone else to
come.

God continued, ‘And as
you did not ask for riches
and honour, | will give
these to you also - more
than any other king in your
lifetime. And if you obey
me you will have a long
life.

Solomon awoke
from the dream
and returned to
Jerusalem. He
stood before
the Ark of the
Lord and
offered
sacrifices.
