Readings for Today

At the 8.00 and 11.00 services:

1 Corinthians 6: 12-20

12/ have the right to do anything,” you say — but not everything is beneficial. ‘I
have the right to do anything’— but | will not be mastered by anything. 3 You
say, ‘Food for the stomach and the stomach for food, and God will destroy them
both.” The body, however, is not meant for sexual immorality but for the Lord,
and the Lord for the body. 14 By his power God raised the Lord from the dead,
and he will raise us also. 1* Do you not know that your bodies are members of
Christ himself? Shall | then take the members of Christ and unite them with a
prostitute? Never! 16 Do you not know that he who unites himself with a
prostitute is one with her in body?

18 Flee from sexual immorality. All other sins a person commits are outside the
body, but whoever sins sexually, sins against their own body. ° Do you not know
that your bodies are temples of the Holy Spirit, who is in you, whom you have
received from God? You are not your own; 2°you were bought at a price.
Therefore honour God with your bodies.

Matthew 5: 27-30

27 ‘You have heard that it was said, “You shall not commit adultery.” 22 But | tell
you that anyone who looks at a woman lustfully has already committed adultery
with her in his heart. 2 If your right eye causes you to stumble, gouge it out and
throw it away. It is better for you to lose one part of your body than for your
whole body to be thrown into hell. 3¢ And if your right hand causes you to
stumble, cut it off and throw it away. It is better for you to lose one part of your
body than for your whole body to go into hell.
