With the continuing high risk of infection, especially with the Omicron variant, you may
prefer to worship with us online, so do feel free to do that.

As we understand, wherever people meet there will always be a risk, and that risk
increases with the number of people gathered and the time spent together.

In order to minimise those risks we continue to ask everyone to follow the steps we have
put in place for the time being:

« To use the ‘one way’ system - using the main West Porch glass doors to come in and
the linkway doors to leave.

« To continue to use the hand sanitizing stations.

. In addition to wearing a face covering, we would also like people to do a "Lateral
Flow Test" before coming to church please. They are fairly easy to do and should be
available from local chemists, although you have to order via the Government
website https://maps.test-and-trace.nhs.uk/. This is not a requirement, and we will
not be asking if people have undertaken one!

. Please don’t come to church if you feel unwell with any flu or cold symptoms, and
consider not coming to church if you have not been vaccinated at all.
